 1st EARNSCLEUGH FOLK FESTIVAL

13th to 15th September 2024
As most of you will know, after 45 years living in Cardrona and successfully 

running 45 Folk festivals, we moved to the Alexandra region 21 months ago. After a year’s break, we thought we would try to organise a small get together in Springtime 

at the hall just around the corner from us. The festival is less structured than Cardrona and the format is based on our 2020 festival in the middle of the Covid pandemic.   There are no booked guests and the main emphasis will be on the contributions of everyone who comes along.
Registration:   The cost for a weekend ticket is $110 per person to cover costs, with secondary children up to the age of 16 at $50 (wee ones are free).  Most people have 
pre-paid this year, but if you haven’t, please help your festival organiser by going to 
the festival office on arrival (The Gin & Raspberry bus) to pay your registration fees.  You will need to show your tags to enter the hall for any of the main events. 

Looking after the Grounds:   We need to make sure that we don’t dig the place up 
with our vehicles, so please, we ask that once you have driven in, carefully avoiding 
any boggy spots that may be around, you stay put for the duration of the weekend. 
If you are planning to drive in and out, please leave your vehicle parked outside.  
In the case of rain over the weekend, please do not skid on the grass when leaving 
on Monday.  If stuck, ask for help with pushing you out.
Rubbish:   Please take all your own rubbish away with you and help us by picking 
up any you see lying around – especially on Monday morning.  By leaving the
Earnscleugh Hall reserve in a better condition than it was in at the start of the festival, we can guarantee our continued use of these facilities. We will have rubbish bags for     those who need one.
Fires:    Please do not light small cooking fires on the property.   The occasional       brazier should be fine, as long as the ground underneath is protected. 
Hall clean up:    On Monday morning it will be all hands on deck to clean up the hall ready for the next users.   Please see Martin for instructions as to what needs to be 
done. We have not been asked for the usual cleaning bond as we are already 
considered “locals,” so we need to leave the place spotless.  We have to be out of the hall and grounds by 12 noon. Thank you everyone for coming – and hopefully we 
will see you here again, if we decide to continue.
